INVESTMENT TO IMPROVE GOOLE RAIL BRIDGE RELIABILITY – DATES REMINDER AND MEDIA INVITE (supermail)
The refurbishment of Goole swing bridge moves on to the next stage this week.
For six weeks from Saturday 2 October no trains will be able to run over the bridge as the work to strengthen and improve the bridge is carried out, thus making services more reliable for passengers.
This work has to be completed with the bridge open to river traffic.  From 2 October to 13 November the line between Hull and Doncaster will be closed to rail traffic between Goole and Gilberdyke stations.  Alternative bus transport will be provided by Northern Rail.

Hull remains open for rail freight services with trains using diversionary routes between Hull and Goole. Hull Trains services, and other routes served by First TransPennine Express and Northern Rail are not affected by these works. 
A media visit to the bridge is scheduled for Thursday 28 October – subject to confirmation.  Places will be allocated on a first come first served basis.  Please contact Rachel Lowe (details below) if you wish to express an interest in the visit.
Notes

In Summer 2009, Network Rail successfully completed investment on the nearby Doncaster to Scunthorpe line – on time and on budget.  It was not possible to schedule this job during that time owing to resource and design issues.

Network Rail has already completed some early works on the bridge with no disruption to services.  Ducts and cables to and from the signal box were installed under the river between September 2009 and February 2010.
